models wear traditional clothing
representing their birth nations or
ethnic heritage.  

Dr. Fleming attended the
University of North Dakota
(UND) and received a bachelor’s
degree in Art through its Honors
Program in 1981 and her medical
degree in 1986 from the UND
School of Medicine.  She attend-
ed the Creighton University
Medical Center, Omaha, NE, for
her residency in obstetrics and
gynecology and has been a prac-
ticing OBGYN since 1991. 

A smart kid who loved art and
science, Dr. Fleming she was
intrigued by an anatomically-cor-
rect doll given to her brother for
Christmas when she was eight
years old. She also was inspired
to learn the healing arts after see-
ing a fatal car accident that hap-
pened in front of her house. She told
her mom that she wanted to learn
how to help heal sick and injured
people. Her mom told her to dream
of medical school. 

“I went into OBGYN, in part,
because I loved my mother so

much,” Dr. Fleming said.  “I have a
healthy respect for women because
of her.  She was a nurse in the Navy
and told me to become a doctor
instead of a nurse.”

“I get the most fulfillments when
a challenging pregnancy or birth
turns out well. I’m happy when I

know an operation has really helped
someone.  I love it when a student
says “Wow!”  I’m happy when can-
cer is discovered early enough to
achieve cure.  I like it when my fam-
ily is proud of me.”

Today Dr. Fleming is a board cer-
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
